I. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This contract between the Board of County Commissioners {Board) and Mountain States
Recreation, Inc. is to purchase three modular docks for Rueter-Hess Reservoir (Rueter­
Hess) in an amount not to exceed $123,835.

II. BACKGROUND

Recreation at Rueter-Hess is made possible through a partnership with Parker Water and
Sanitation District {the landowner) and the Rueter-Hess Recreation Advisory Board (RAB).
The RAB members are the City of Castle Pines, the City of Lone Tree, the Town of Parker,
the Town of Castle Rock, and Douglas County.

Participation in paddle sports and fishing is on the rise. In 2024, fishing numbers increased
by 500 users, and paddle craft inspections increased by 1,700. The rugged and
unimproved shoreline is a barrier to paddle sports and fishing. Staff and the RAB
conducted a needs assessment in October 2023 and determined docks could improve
accessibility.

PROJECT OVERVIEW 

A. Request

Staff requests Board approval to enter a public contract for services with Mountain
States Recreation, Inc. for three modular docks to be utilized at Reuter-Hess in an
amount not to exceed $123,835. The Reuter-Hess Recreational Area Fund (Fund 245)
has enough fund balance to solely fund this project.

THIS PUBLIC CONTRACT FOR SERVICES (the “Contract”) is made and entered 

into this _______ day of ______________, 202__, by and between the BOARD OF COUNTY 

COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF DOUGLAS, STATE OF COLORADO (the 

“County”), and MOUNTAIN STATES RECREATION, INC., a Colorado Corporation (the 

“Contractor”). The County and the Contractor hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Parties” 

and individually to as a “Party.” 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, the County is undertaking certain activities for the purchase of all the 

required products for the modular recreational docks at Rueter-Hess Reservoir; and 

WHEREAS, the County desires to engage the Contractor to render certain professional 

services and assistance in connection with such undertakings of the County; and 

WHEREAS, the Contractor has the ability to assist the County through its professional 

expertise, knowledge, and experience and is ready, willing and able to provide such services, 

subject to the conditions hereinafter set forth. 

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the premises and other good and 

valuable consideration, the parties agree as follows: 

1. LINE OF AUTHORITY: Amy Knopp, Rueter-Hess Manager (the

“Authorized Representative”), is designated as Authorized Representative of the

County for the purpose of administering, coordinating, and approving the work

performed by the Consultant under this Contract.

2. SCOPE OF SERVICES: All services described in Exhibit A, attached hereto

and incorporated herein, shall be performed by Contractor. 

The County may, from time to time, request changes to the scope of services to be 

performed hereunder. Such changes, including any increase or decrease in the amount of the 

Contractor’s compensation, which are mutually agreed upon between the County and Contractor, 

shall be in writing and shall become part of this Contract upon execution. 

The Contractor agrees to diligently and professionally perform all the services described 

herein in a manner satisfactory to the Authorized Representative.  It is also understood and 

agreed that the Contractor shall not, in performing services hereunder, undertake any action or 

activity prohibited by the terms of any lease, permit, license or other agreement in effect during 

the term hereof between the Contractor and the County for the use and occupancy by the 

Contractor of any County facilities or space.  

3. COMPENSATION:  Subject to the maximum contract liability and all other

provisions of this Contract, the County agrees to pay to the Contractor, and the Contractor agrees 

to accept payment as described in Exhibit B, attached hereto and incorporated herein, during the 

term hereof, in accordance with the terms set forth herein.   
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
